Ukraine

Along with many other churches and religious congregations in the United States, the Ukraini-

National Women’s League of America, Branch 124, is holding a special prayer service for
children to pray for the children of Ukraine amidst the ongoing war on Ukraine perpetrated by
Russia.

The service aims to create a sacred space for children to come together in prayer, solidarity and
compassionate action for their peers who are affected by the tragic circumstances of the war in
Ukraine.

Background
Thousands of children have been illegally deported or forcibly transferred from Ukraine to
Russia. So far, fewer than 400 children have been successfully returned to Ukraine from Rus-
sia.

The issue of displaced Ukrainian children has been ongoing since Russia first invaded Ukraine
n
2014 and has come to light following Russia’s full-scale war of aggression against Ukraine in
2022.

In March 2023, the International Criminal Court issued arrest warrants against President Putin
and Russia’s Commissioner for Children’s Rights, Maria Lvova-Belova, on the basis of
reasonable grounds to believe that each bears responsibility for the war crime of “unlawful
deportation of population (children) and of unlawful transfer of population (children) from
occupied areas of Ukraine to the Russian Federation.”

The Ukrainian National Women’s League of America was founded in 1925 by five Ukrainian
women’s associations in New York City and vicinity to inform the free world about events in
Ukraine, spiritually and materially support the homeland and promote the preservation of
Ukrainian national identity, cultural heritage and ethnic traditions in the United States.

Whoever
follows me will not walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.”
